That same day after service PLEASE, even if you are 
not staying for the meeting, go to coffee hour and attend 
the Committee Faire. All the committees will set up tables, 
stands or posters to promote their work. We have 
committee chairs (see above) but they need members and 
helpers, so come and see where you can help out, even if 
only as a (very) occasional volunteer raking outside or 
helping with cooking for members in crisis. 
   Yesterday I was tidying the house in preparation f or a 
visit by my in-laws, who are here to celebrate 
Rhiannon’s 8th birthday. I came across some notes I  
wrote at some UU training conference 3 or 4 years a go.

Social Responsibility Committee 
A Seven Day Marathon or The Big Bang:  On 
June 1, the Social Responsibility Committee will 
present the final segment of the “The Great 
Story” as presented by Michael Dowd. The 
Great Story is the 14 billion year epic of 
Cosmos, life, and humanity told as a sacred 
story glorifying all. It is a spiritual and scientific 
examination of where we come from and where 
we are going.

Where To From Here:  Well, the Social 
Responsibility Committee is winding down for 
this church year.  A BIG THANK YOU to 
everyone who helped with this year’s activities. 
We will be participating in Committee Sunday 
during Coffee Hour in the Fellowship Hall on 
June 1 where we will present information about 
our activities over the last year and those we 
plan to pursue in the coming year.  If you have 
been following this column all year, you already 
know what we did over the last year, so I’ll jump 
right ahead to our plans for 2008-09. 
 
Green Sanctuary: The response to Earth 
Sunday and the Green Sanctuary proposal on 
April 20 was very positive. At least a half dozen 
people agreed to work on the committee so we 
have decided to go forward with the work. 
Although the Green Sanctuary committee will 
be a church-wide committee, the Social 
Responsibility Committee will continue to 
mentor it until it gets on its feet. This should be 
an exciting time for UUCM since evidence of 
climate change is all around us and now is the 
time for action. We need to act as a church 
community and in our own lives to find our way 
out of the carbon conundrum. The good news is 
that we are not alone. The UU Ministry on Earth 
as well as many local groups are already on the 
ground and happy to help. Anyone interested in 
assisting with this work is welcomed with open 
arms. Get in on the ground floor and help pick 
the priorities and set the agenda for this 
committee. Leave a message for Phoebe Stone 
or Malia Till at the church office (625-6854) or 

catch them at coffee hour to get your questions 
answered and to sign up for the committee. (By 
the way if this should be read by the person 
who indicated an interest in working on a Green 
Sanctuary Project on the survey taken at the 
Earth Sunday service who failed to put their 
contact information at the bottom of the green 
survey sheet, please contact us so we know 
who you are.) 
 
Domestic Violence:  Much of this year has 
been spent laying the groundwork for the 
Domestic Violence initiative in conjunction with 
the YWCA Women’s Crises center to provide 
small amounts of emergency money to women 
affected by domestic violence to help them get 
back on their feet. Starting in the fall we will be 
contacting area churches, presenting the 
domestic violence oral history and exhibit and 
soliciting donations from them to help finance 
this emergency fund. Help is needed with 
contacting the churches, setting up the 
presentation, collecting and tracking donations, 
and working with the YWCA to put the program 
in place. Volunteers to help with this project 
next year are needed and welcomed. 
 
Iraq  War:  It’s been over 5 years and we are still 
mired in a misguided war in Iraq. Since we 
invaded Iraq in pursuit of weapons of mass 
destruction, which did not exist, and in revenge 
for the Al Qaeda attack on September 11, 2001, 
which we now know and should have known 
then, had no connection to Iraq, the price of oil 
has tripled from less than $40 to over $120 per 
barrel, thousands of US soldiers have been 
killed, tens of thousands have suffered either 
physical or mental brain injuries, tens of 
thousands of Iraqi’s have been killed, and 
hundreds of thousands have had their lives 
irrevocably changed. This is a war that should 
never have been fought and we must impress 
on our political leaders that we want it to end 
and end now. The Iraq war is a key and 
distinguishing election issue in this important 
Presidential election year. In addition, New 
Hampshire has two Congressional seats and a 
Senate seat being contested by candidates on 
opposite sides of this issue. Silence is not an 
option. We must speak out. If you would like to 
help with this effort, please let Craig Monroe or 
Malia Till know either at Coffee Hour or by 
calling the church office.  Of course we will 



continue with our regular activities -- Welcoming 
Congregation, PB&J (food bank), Equal 
Exchange, and Share the Plate. 
 
We are recruiting new committee members for 
any and all these projects. Please let any of the 
committee members or the church office know 
of your interest.

Unitarian Universalist Service Committee 
forms a new organization 
Recently we welcomed Mark McPeak, the 
Executive Director of UUSC Just Democracy, to 
our congregation. He shared the news of the 
recent launch of UUSC Just Democracy with all 
of us at the service on May 11th, and discussed 
opportunities for collaboration with our Social 
Responsibility Committee that evening. All of us 
at the meeting joined UUSC Just Democracy 
then and there! 
  The Unitarian Universalist Service Committee 
formed UUSC Just Democracy, a new national 
501c4* organization, some months ago. It will 
be pilot testing its efforts this year in New 
Hampshire, seeking to serve as a vehicle for 
UU activists to extend their advocacy and civic 
engagement further into the democratic political 
process, advancing our values and holding our 
leaders accountable.  
   The focus this year here in New Hampshire 
will be on ending the war in Iraq, and halting 
climate change. UUSC Just Democracy will 
engage in a range of activities this year; one 
important goal will be to identify and train 
"grasstops" activists, and deploy them in our 
political process to make a hard-hitting 
difference in stopping the Iraq War and halting 
climate change. 
  This is an exciting opportunity for us all to 
advance our progressive values here in our 
state, in a forceful way. 
  Stay tuned for more information about Just 
Democracy, and how you can get involved.

FINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING – 
5/07/08 
Attendees: Web Anderson, Marsha Beecy, Ivan 
Beliveau, Mike Fitzell, and David Stone 
Visitors: Sylvia Anderson, Sharon Oikelmus, 
Kelly Teevan  
General Discussion 

1.  The monthly Treasury report shows that 
the 2007 – 2008 budget deficit will be the 
projected -$23,000 to $28,000. Some $15,000 
spent to date to pay this year’s expenses, 
which have come from dedicated funds, will 
be replaced in the future. This year’s final 
budget deficit will depend on income and 
expenses coming in as projected between 
now and June 30.  

2.  Mike analyzed data from the monthly 
collectors report that show pledges are 
$9,711 off from projections. People should 
complete this year’s pledge.  

3.  Marsha updated the status of the Annual 
Fund Drive: Sixty-five pledges have been 
received for $109,000.  

4.  There was a lengthy discussion 
concerning next years budget. Some 
highlights:  

 
·  The committee’s budget requests and 

necessary church expenses for next year 
($205,000) vastly exceed projected net 
pledge income of just over $100,000.  

·  This year’s deficit (~$25,000) could be 
borrowed (up to 5 years payback) from 
the Endowment under certain conditions.  

·  Next years projected deficit of ~$40,000 
should be avoided by cutting expenses.  

·  Two budget proposals will be presented 
to the church next week.  

·  Proposed expense cuts from next years 
budget include level funding committees, 
staff, not replacing departing staff, no 
added staff and part-time staff.  

·  If unanticipated income is received right 
now, such as tax rebate checks, then 
financial plans can be revised.  

·  If there isn’t any significant increase in 

church income, then it will be necessary 
to borrow from the Endowment this 
year’s deficit (~$25,000) and next years 
projected deficit (~$40,000) in order to 
avoid serious staff cuts.  

·  This years and next years projected total 
deficits (~$65,000) and the 4% draw-
down of $24,400 (next years budget) will 
have an effect on the Endowment, 
depending on the economy, that may 
impact Planned Giving and fund 
management.

The lawn 
needs to be mowed, gardens weeded, bushes 
pruned, and watering done when there is little rain. 
Kristof Nerl has completed his Eagle Scout project 
but the newly seeded lawn will need to be watered, 
especially over the next couple of weeks to get good 
germination of the seed. 
  After the permanent installation of the Wayside 
Pulpit, the area surrounding the sign will need to be 
planted. I look forward to working with volunteers, 
sharing ideas about gardening, providing information 
when requested and enjoying the fun of working with 
others to keep the church surroundings looking their 
best.

Team 
teaching means not having to miss all the services.  
Plus you get to play with art materials and games. 
  When our kids come often, they make friends and 
form a community which in my experience is unique 
for its acceptance and love.  Many parents have 
made the effort to bring their children as often as 
possible.  Thank yourselves, and we thank you! 
  There is a great energy in this congregation, and 
openness to having amazing experiences in worship.  
Thank you all for embracing the children and youth 
with time spent in the sanctuary together as a full 
community.   
   Coming Attractions: 
  Our current Spirit Play curriculum works really well 
for younger children, but as they reach age 9 or 10 
they need something a bit more active.  Fortunately, 
we have Neighboring Faiths, which introduces them 
to world religions by visiting other faith communities 
in our area.  This is a terrific class with field trips!!  
Consider joining us for the year, or part of the year, 
as a teacher or chaperone, and see the world! 
  Ongoing training for OWL and YRUU leaders, and 
new Spirit Play teachers, will be a priority for next 
year.  No-one likes to take on responsibility without 
knowing what they are doing, and training provides 
information and confidence. 
  Over the summer, our new RE Co-chairs and 
committee members will be working hard to get our 
new Coming of Age curriculum started.   Please 
respond positively if asked to be a mentor to one of 
our young people.  This is also a really fun 
curriculum, with activities involving art, field trips, 
spiritual exploration, and becoming young adults in 
our church community.   
  Wherever I am next fall, I will be thinking and 
remembering all of you, and there is a special corner 
in my heart for the children and youth of UUCM.
